She
gave many examples of abuse and scams experienced by people in our immediate area. She said that the IHSS

(In Home Supportive Services) workers for homecare usually do not have a criminal background check. Lack

of quality care occurs in much of the nursing care fraud. So beware! She stayed to answer individual personal

questions after the meeting.

Charlie said that there were no illnesses reported but announced the recent death of Chet Stone. The minutes of
the previous meeting were approved as read by JoAnn. Because Betty was injured in a fall recently, there was

no treasurer’s report.

Leg. Rep. Tom Tillett gave a short report on bills HR 295, HR 1401, HR 3074, and HR 3047. Jim reported two

new members: Dennis Wise and Tom Haskins.

In discussion of our two yearly dinners, it was decided that we try the Elks LLodge again—and Elks members
